4. Southwark Streetscape Design Manual. We have put in a consultation response, but SC would also like us to fill in the online response. It was agreed that our response to specific questions would be as follows:
 “Is there anything you would not want to see?” Redundant street furniture; cycle racks which are not parallel to the curb. 

“Do you want level surface streets/shared space?” Yes, especially in residential areas. A tiny lip (25mm) is useful. There needs to be a different texture for sight impaired.

“Should cars use all parts of streets including that generally reserved for pedestrians?” No

“Do you support the creation of protected cycle ways on carriage ways?” It is difficult to state a definitive yes for shared path for pedestrians & cyclists in all cases. It depends on the area, and people’s perception/awareness. There is a danger posed by speeding cyclists. It also depends on how straight and how long the carriage way is. It is recommended to adopt a strategy of Best Practice on a case-by-case basis.
5. Amy Aeron-Thomas will be at a meeting in April to discuss
reducing speed in Southwark. She will be requesting greater enforcement against those who speed, and wishes to start a local 20mph campaign. She will clarify with MPs & Southwark Police the policy on enforcing 20 mph, and how they work with speed guns.
