All London Green Grid – SLS Response
This response to the All London Green Grid SPG comes from Southwark Living Streets. We are a fully constituted community group which seeks to make life in Southwark better for those on foot. We meet monthly and our group keeps in touch via an email network that consists of more than 80 activists.

We are really interested in the ALGG idea and it fits well with work that we have done as a local group on what we have termed Green Links in Southwark. We attach a report that our group produced on this that looks to create in the longer term a network of green links across Southwark. We perfectly understand that the ALGG is a less local grid than the one we have proposed and we strongly the support the routes you have suggested that cross Southwark. We would, however, propose the inclusion of two additional routes owing to the links that they would make between green spaces and at the same time increase levels of access to the important outdoors destinations (in the form of parks and the river) for those who live in areas with higher levels of deprivation.

We would suggest the inclusion of:

1. A route from Burgess Park north-east to Southwark Park (thus opening up routes from Walworth, Camberwell and Peckham) to the Rotherhithe Peninsula and its green and wooded spaces, the river and the Thames Path.
2. A route from Ruskin Park to Burgess Park. This would tie in well with the TfL backed area-based scheme that is being developed in Camberwell and again really open up access for people in the Camberwell area to the open and green space to the north-east. This route would also benefit those making use of your proposed link between Brockwell Park and Ruskin Park. This route could be made relatively easily via Grove Lane, Camberwell Green and Lomond Grove.

We hope that this will be of interest to you and, we would be very happy to help in any way we could to deliver these routes.
